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The Pin

Three of the pharmacy profession’s traditional symbols appear on the pin.

At the top is the Bowl of Hygeia, the most international symbol of pharmacy. In Greek
mythology, the goddess Hygeia, daughter of Asclepius the god of healing, is depicted
holding a bowl of medicine in conjunction with a snake. Since the late 1700s, the bowl and

snake have been used to represent pharmacy as a healing profession.

To the left is the Rx symbol, which
has been found at the top of American
prescriptions since the colonial period.
Derived from the word “recipe” - latin

for “to take” - the Rx has been used
by community pharmacists for more
than a century as a sign marking their
businesses or prescription departments.
Because of its role announcing the
prescription, the Rx is a symbol that
connects the professions of medicine
and pharmacy.

On the right of the pin is the mortar
and pestle, the grinding implement
emblematic of the medicine making
art of the pharmacist since the
Renaissance. During the 16th and
17th centuries it displaced the hand
balance as the most common symbol
of pharmacy in the West.



The Pinning Ceremony

The Pinning Ceremony is a unique event that formally recognizes students’ transition
from didactic course work to full-time experiential learning. The end of the third

year of the Doctor of Pharmacy program marks the end of classroom and laboratory
learning. This transition to experiential education is a significant step in the professional

development of the student pharmacist. During the fourth year, students apply the
pharmacy practice skills and professional behaviors that have been developed within
the School to serving patients in various healthcare settings. It is important that students
renew their personal commitment to professionalism before leaving the classroom and
entering the workplace. Faculty, staff, and alumni who have supported these students
during their professional development are present today to celebrate this meaningful
milestone.
